“seed money” to get started in
the business!

21st—In 1959, Alf Dean
landed a 16-foot 10” great
white shark with his rod and
reel in Australia. It weighed in
at 2,664 pounds. That’s the
largest fish hooked by rod
and reel on record!
27th—In 1947, Babe Ruth
